Southern Maine Sweeps UMass Boston 12-7 and 17-6

	GORHAM, Maine  --  The University of Southern Maine baseball team pounded out 32 hits and scored 29 runs en route to a doubleheader sweep of the University of Massachusetts Boston by scores of 12-7 and 17-6 in Little East Conference action Sunday at the USM Baseball Stadium.
	The Huskies, winners in six of their last seven games, improve to 25-10 overall and 9-3 in the conference.  The Beacons slip to 13-22 overall and 4-8 in conference play.  The doubleheader was  necessitated by the rescheduling of game at UMB postponed April 13 due to weather.  
UMB was the home team in the second game.
	In the opener, the Huskies fell behind 6-2 in the top of the fifth, then scored six runs in the bottom of the fifth and four more in the sixth to take command.  In the fifth, senior Eddie Skeffington (Everett, Mass.) delivered a two-run, pinch-hit single, junior Andrew Stacy (Denmark, Maine/Fryeburg Academy) follow two batters later with another two-run single to give the Huskies a 7-6 lead, and sophomore Collin Henry (Penobscot, Maine/George Stevens Academy) added an RBI single.
	The big hits in the sixth were an RBI double by junior Ryan Pike (Saco, Maine/Thornton Academy), a two-run triple by junior Chris Burleson (Portland, Maine/Deering) and an RBI single by Stacy.
	The Beacons had broken a 2-2 tie in the fifth getting a two-run double from senior Mike Dorval (Belchertown, Mass.), an RBI single from junior Casey Rice (Canandaigua, N.Y.) and a fourth run courtesy of an outfield error on the Rice single.
	USM sophomore right-hander Andrew deBethune (St. Albans, Maine/MCI) picked up the win with 4.2 innings of excellent relief work.  deBethune came into the game to surrender the Rice single, then retired the 12 consecutive batters before the Beacons strung three straight singles together to get their final run in the ninth.
	Henry and Burleson led the Huskies’ 12-hit attack with three hits apiece.  Burleson scored three times, and both drove in two.  Stacy had three RBI.
	Freshman Tim Fontaine (Worcester, Mass.) had a big game with four hits, including two doubles, and an RBI.  Dorval, Rice, and freshman Ryan Walsh (Newton, Mass.) each had two hits.  Rookie hurler Mike Cain (Gloucester, Mass.), the second of four UMB pitchers, took the loss.
	In the nightcap, the Huskies pounded out 20 more hits and built a 9-2 lead in the first three innings.  The Huskies put six on the board in the first capped off by a bases loaded triple by Skeffington.  Burleson added a solo homer in the second.
	USM blew the game open with eight runs in their final three turns at bat.  Stacy had a three-run double as part of a four-run seventh, and Skeffington had a two-run single to highlight a three run eighth.  
Junior Josh Stowell (Portland, Maine/Deering) slammed a solo homer in the ninth.
	Sophomore right-hander Joe Curran (Arlington, Mass./Bridgton Academy) went the first seven innings allowing seven hits and two walks to pick up his second win of the season.  Skeffington led the offense going
4-for-5 with five RBI.  Junior Anthony D’Alfonso (Westbrook, Maine), freshman Jordan Berthiaume (Berlin, Conn.) and Henry had three hits apiece.
	The lone repeat hitter for the Beacons was sophomore Drew Tambling (Sterling, Mass.) who had three singles.  Sophomore Connor Reinfurt (Manchester, N.H.) hit a solo homer in the eighth.  Dorval, the starting pitcher in game two after playing third base in the opener, was tagged with the loss.
	Southern Maine travels on Tuesday (4:30 p.m.) to Bowdoin College for a single game.  UMass Boston will host Fitchburg State College on Tuesday (3:00 p.m.).
