BOSTON, MA – Junior forward Danielle Nagymarosi netted a pair of goals, including the game-winner to lead the Manhattanville College women’s ice hockey team over host University of Massachusetts Boston, 4-2, tonight in an ECAC East contest at the Clark Athletic Center on the campus of UMass Boston.  The Beacons fall to 1-1-0 overall and 1-1-0 in ECAC East play, while the Valiants, who are ranked number nine in the nation by USCHO.com, improve to a perfect 2-0-0 and 2-0-0.
Senior forward Amanda Nonis wasted no time in putting Manhattanville on the board when junior forward Alex Blackwell and freshman forward Shannon Coffey combined to feed her just 2:49 into the game for a power play score and a 1-0 edge.  UMass Boston freshman forward Maria Nasta (Andover, MA) reversed the Valiants’ advantage on another power play, when she knotted the contest at 1-1 with a shorthanded goal with just five seconds left on the penalty for her first collegiate goal at 5:51 of the opening period.  Any momentum the Beacons had, following the goal, was stopped when a power outage darkened the Clark Athletic Center for 20 minutes.  When play resumed, Coffey found Nonis for her second tally of the night and her third of the season at 7:04 of the first period to give the visitors a 2-1 lead.  
Nagymarosi increased the Manhattanville lead to 3-1 with her first goal of the season with an assist from sophomore forward Monique Rafferty and junior forward Natalie Zitek at 3:13 on the power play, before she struck again on the power play at 11:37 with her second goal of the night on a feed from freshman defenseman Erica Garcia, her first career point, to give the Valiants a 4-1 advantage.  UMass Boston cut the deficit in half when Nasta found the back of the net for her second tally on a helper from sophomore forward Sandy Parlato (Needham, MA) and freshman defenseman Hannah Davis (Oakdale, MN) at the 14:52 mark of the third period to make it 4-2. 
Freshman goaltender Brittany Squillante (Scottsdale, AZ) made 24 saves in her collegiate debut for the Beacons, while sophomore Sophia Kokkonis turned away 27 shots for Manhattanville to earn the victory.
UMass Boston will be in action again on Saturday, November 17 when it hosts ECAC East foe College of the Holy Cross at 12:00 noon at the Clark Athletic Center, while the Valiants travel to Manchester, NH to take on league opponent Saint Anselm College at 3:00 p.m. 
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
