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 UMASS BOSTON’S ANDRIANO NAMED LITTLE EAST CONFERENCE BASEBALL PITCHER OF THE WEEK
PROVIDENCE, RI – University of Massachusetts Boston baseball player Mike Andriano (Massapequa, NY) has been named Little East Conference Pitcher of the Week for the week of April 21-27, it was announced today by the conference.  
The sophomore shined in his only mound appearance of the week, allowing just one unearned run on seven hits and two walks in seven innings of work, while matching his career-high with eight strikeouts to earn his second victory of the year in a 4-2 win over visiting Plymouth State University on April 26.  The left-hander allowed just one extra-base hit and held the Panthers to just a .250 (7-28) batting mark on the day.
Andriano is one of three pitchers on the Beacons’ staff with two or more wins and owns a record of 2-3 on the season to go with a 5.70 earned run average, which ranks fourth on the squad.  A graduate of Massapequa High School, he is tied for second on the team with six starting assignments and is one of four hurlers to register a complete game on the year.  The lefty ranks third on the team with 36 1/3 innings pitched and 29 strikeouts, while issuing 17 free passes.  Andriano has gone five or more innings in all but one of his starts, while allowing four or fewer runs in five of six outings and ranks second in the conference with the fewest total of doubles allowed with six.  
For his career, the second-year pitcher has compiled a 7-6 record and ranks 10th on the school’s all-time victories list, while owning a 4.03 earned run average to place second among the school’s career leaders.  Andriano has made 16 appearances and started all but one of them, while striking out 66 batters and walking just 34 in 98 1/3 innings of work.  The sophomore has tossed three complete games and led UMass Boston with 62 innings pitched as a freshman, while tying for the team lead with five wins and ranking third on the team and fifth in the league with a 3.05 ERA a year ago.  He has thrown five or more innings in every career start, but one and allowed three or fewer runs in 12 of 15 starts.  Andriano has previously been recognized by the conference, earning the LEC Rookie of the Week honor twice last season for the weeks of April 2-8 and April 16-22.  
The Beacons are currently 13-22 on the season, including a 4-8 LEC mark and will be in action again at 3:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 29 when they travel to Fitchburg State College.
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
