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 UMASS BOSTON’S KINCH NAMED LITTLE EAST CONFERENCE MEN’S LACROSSE ROOKIE OF THE WEEK
PROVIDENCE, RI – University of Massachusetts Boston men’s lacrosse player Jared Kinch (Cohasset, MA) has been named Little East Conference Rookie of the Week for the week of April 21-27, it was announced today by the conference.   
Kinch racked up nine points in three games to average 3.0 per outing, while netting seven goals and two assists to go with 15 ground balls to average 5.0 per game.  The midfielder was also impressive in face-off situations, winning 57.1% (8-14) of his efforts.  The freshman began the week with four points on a pair of goals and two assists vs. Salem State College on April 22 to go with five ground balls.  A product of Boston College High School, he netted a season-high three goals, including the game-winner in a 10-6 victory at Massachusetts Maritime Academy on April 26 and capped the week with a pair of goals and a season-best seven ground balls vs. Eastern Connecticut State University on April 26.
Kinch has been one of the Beacons’ top scorers for the season, posting 32 points to rank second on the squad, while distributing a team-high 16 assists in 14 games for an average of 1.14 per game, which ranks eighth among Little East Conference leaders.  Kinch’s total of 16 goals also ranks him third on the team.  The first-year player has started seven of 14 games, while scooping up a total of 52 ground balls to place him second the team, while contributing with a game-winning score and a man-up tally.  Kinch has registered at least one point in all but two contests, including nine outings with two or more points, including a personal-best of five vs. Saint Joseph’s College (ME) on March 27.
UMass Boston is currently 4-10 on the season, including a 1-5 mark in LEC play and will enter the Little East Conference Tournament as the number six seed, taking on third-seeded Western Connecticut State University at 5:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 29 in Danbury, CT.
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
