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 UMASS BOSTON’S O’CONNOR NAMED LITTLE EAST CONFERENCE SOFTBALL PLAYER OF THE WEEK
PROVIDENCE, RI – University of Massachusetts Boston softball player Lauren O’Connor (Everett, MA) has been named Little East Conference Softball Player of the Week for the week of April 21-27, it was announced today by the conference.  
O’Connor enjoyed monster week, hitting an impressive .588 (10-17) in six games, while knocking in nine runs, scoring four times, smacking three doubles, drawing a walk and stealing a base to go with a .765 slugging average and a .611 on-base percentage.  The junior recorded an outfield assist for her only fielding chance of the week and hit safely in four of six games, while collecting three or more hits in three outings.  The right fielder was 6-7 with three doubles, seven runs batted in and four runs scored in a double-header sweep over Massachusetts Maritime Academy on April 24 and was 3-6 with an RBI and a stolen base in a league twinbill at Plymouth State University on April 26.
A graduate of Everett High School, O’Connor has been one of the Beacons’ top hitters all season starting all 34 of 35 games, while ranking second on the team with a .386 (39-101) batting mark, which puts her 15th among league leaders.  The right-handed hitter leads the team with 39 hits, 26 RBI, 60 total bases and a .594 slugging percentage and as well as ranking third among LEC leaders and topping the team with 10 doubles and four triples.  She also stands second with a .410 on-base average and fifth with 14 runs scored, while stealing three bases in as many attempts.  O’Connor also leads with squad with 11 multi-hit games and seven contests with two or more RBI.  
She joined the team last season and owns a career batting mark of .365 (61-167) in 59 career games, while knocking in 44 runs and scoring 24 times.  O’Connor has posted 16 doubles, five triples and three home runs to contribute to a .575 slugging percentage, while registering a .399 on-base average as well.  She is also a four-year letterwinner for the UMB ice hockey squad as well as an assistant captain for this past year’s team and is tied for the school-record with 103 games played 
UMass Boston finished its season with a 7-28 overall record, including a 2-12 mark in conference play, which established a school-record for victories in LEC play.
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
