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GAUGHAN LEADS CURRY BASEBALL OVER UMASS BOSTON, 7-2
MILTON, MA – Freshman left-handed starting pitcher Dan Gaughan (2-1) allowed just two runs in seven innings to lead the Curry College baseball team over visiting University of Massachusetts Boston, today, 7-2, on the campus of Curry in Milton, MA.  The Colonels improve to 23-7-1 on the season, while the Beacons fall to 12-18.
Curry got on the board first with a pair of runs in the bottom of the first frame when sophomore designated hitter Jesse Bruinsma reached on an error and sophomore center fielder Tim Sweeney followed with a walk to open the inning.  Both runners later came around to score on a double by senior left fielder David Vincent to give the Colonels a 2-0 margin.
Curry tacked on another run in the fifth when Bruinsma cracked a one-out triple and scored on a squeeze bunt single by Sweeney to give the home team a 3-0 lead.  UMass Boston answered with two runs in the top of the sixth when freshman shortstop Ryan Walsh (Newton, MA) drew a one-out walk, freshman catcher Timothy Fontaine (Worcester, MA) followed with a single and junior first baseman Eric Salvador (Middleboro, MA) plated Walsh with a double to put UMB on the board.  Senior third baseman Mike Dorval (Belchertown, MA) brought home Fontaine with a sacrifice fly to center field to pull the Beacons to within 3-2.
The Colonels got one back in the seventh, manufacturing a run when freshman second baseman Ben Blaisdell doubled to open the inning, moved to third on a Bruinsma sacrifice bunt and came home on a Sweeney sacrifice fly to left field to make it 4-2.  Curry added three insurance runs in the eighth, highlighted by a two-run double off the bat of freshman catcher Brad Hawn, who later scored on a sacrifice fly to right field by senior third baseman Bill Galvin to increase the Curry advantage to 7-2.
Gaughan allowed six hits and a walk, while striking out six batters for the Colonels, before yielding to sophomore righty reliever James Page, who threw two innings of one-hit ball in addition to registering a strikeout.  Junior right-hander Tom Michael (Manchester, NH) (1-3) suffered the loss for UMass Boston, giving up four runs (three earned) on five hits and two walks, while fanning six batters in seven innings.   
Bruinsma finished with two hits and two runs scored for Curry, while Sweeney, Vincent and Hawn each knocked in a pair of runs on the day.  Fontaine led the Beacons with two hits, including a double.
UMass Boston will be in action again on Wednesday, April 23 when it travels to Waltham, MA to take on Brandeis University at 3:00 p.m., while the Colonels host University of Massachusetts Dartmouth on April 23 at 3:30 p.m. at Campanelli Stadium in Brockton, MA.
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
