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CONCORDIA (WI) BASEBALL SWEEPS UMASS BOSTON, 12-5, 12-6
SCOTTSDALE, AZ – Five different players collected three or more hits and knocked in three or more runs in a double header for Concordia University (WI) and help it to a sweep of University of Massachusetts Boston, winning the first game, 12-5, and the second contest, 12-6, at Salt River High School in the Greater Phoenix Invitational in Scottsdale, AZ today.  The Beacons fall to 1-3 on the season, while the Falcons improve to 4-1.
Concordia put a tight game out of reach with six runs in the top of the seventh inning of the first game, highlighted by a two-run single by freshman second baseman Matthew Schilter and a two-run triple by senior first baseman Josh Hiesdorf, to give the Falcons a 12-5 advantage.  
UMass Boston took a 1-0 edge in the first inning when junior second baseman Ryan Oshima (La Jolla, CA) drew a walk to lead off the frame and later stole second base, where he scored on a single through the left side by junior catcher Eric Salvador (Middleboro, MA).  Concordia answered with three runs in the top of the second, including a one-out double by junior left fielder Kyle Barth, which led to a sacrifice fly from Schilter.  The Beacons cut the deficit to 3-2 in the bottom of the fourth when sophomore first baseman Connor Reinfurt (Manchester, NH) hit a mammoth home run to lead off the inning.

The Falcons countered with three two-out runs in the fifth when senior third baseman Andy Becker doubled down the left field line and, after the second out, junior right fielder Kevin Courvoisier traded places with him with a double to left center to plate Becker.  Sophomore center fielder Jonathon Olla followed with a two-run homer to left field to give Concordia a 6-2 margin.  UMass Boston wasted no time in answering when Oshima walked to lead off the bottom of the frame, senior pinch hitter Dan Ciocca (Natick, MA) singled to right center and Salvador singled to left field to load to bases and set up Reinfurt for a two-run single through the left side of the infield.  Salvador later scored the Beacons’ third run of the inning when senior third baseman Mike Dorval (Belchertown, MA) hit a sacrifice fly to right field to pull UMass Boston to within 6-5, but it would be as close as it would get.

The Falcons used another big inning to break open the second game as well, scoring seven times in the bottom of the fourth to snap a 3-3 tie and take a 10-3 advantage.  Courvoisier highlighted the inning with a two-run triple, while Becker drove in a pair of runs with a single and Heisdorf knocked in a run with a single as well.  
Concordia tacked on two more runs in the sixth after senior catcher Brett Summers led off the inning with a triple to right field and was pushed home by a single through the left side by Courvoisier, who later scored on a two-out single by senior shortstop Tyler Schill for a 12-3 Falcons’ lead.  The Beacons looked to rally in the top of the seventh when junior center fielder Jake Chastain (Northfield, MA) led off with a walk and moved to third on a double to left center by junior right fielder Tom Michael (Manchester, NH) to put both runners into scoring position.  Junior second baseman Casey Rice (Canandaigua, NY) smacked a single up the middle to drive in both runs.  Oshima pinch-ran for Rice and later came home on a sacrifice fly off the bat of freshman catcher Timothy Fontaine (Worcester, MA) to set the final score at 12-6.  
Concordia struck first in the game when Courvoisier doubled to right center and Olla singled through the right side for a 1-0 Falcons’ edge.  UMass Boston took the lead with one swing of the bat in the third inning when Chastain walked and Michael singled to center field to set the stage for Rice’s first collegiate home run to give the Beacons a 3-1 lead.  The Falcons wasted no time in the matching UMB in the bottom of the inning when they scored two runs, including a two-run single by Becker that found its way through the left side, to knot the game at 3-3.
The Beacons will be in action again tomorrow when they face nationally-ranked The College of New Jersey at 10:30 a.m. in Chandler, AZ at the Snedigar Sportsplex .
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
