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TUCKER LEADS UMASS BOSTON WOMEN’S BASKETBALL OVER REGIS, 62-58
Beacons Capture 2007 UMass Boston Tip-Off Classic
BOSTON, MA – Senior guard LaKeisha Tucker (Pawtucket, RI) came off the bench to net 18 points to lead the University of Massachusetts Boston women’s basketball team over visiting Regis College, 62-58, to capture the 2007 UMass Boston Tip-off Classic today at the Clark Athletic Center on the UMass Boston campus.  The Beacons improve to 2-0, while the Pride falls to 1-1.  
UMass Boston owned a 39-29 lead with 18:04 showing in the second half, before Regis went on a 23-12 run, fueled by 10 points from sophomore guard Jessie Page, to take its first lead of the day at 52-51 with five minutes left to play.  The game was knotted at 56-56 with 1:26 left to play, before the Beacons scored five unanswered points, thanks to lay-ups from freshman forward Cammy Brown (Malden, MA) at 1:26 and Tucker with 37 seconds left and a free throw from senior guard Myrna Tangar (Randolph, MA) with just 20 ticks left on the clock.  Junior guard Laura Sears made a lay-up with seven seconds left in the tilt to pull the Pride to within 61-58, but it was as close as they would get.
UMass Boston raced out to a 17-4 lead with 11:29 to play in the first half, paced by five points from Tucker and owned its largest lead of the game at 26-11 with 6:22 remaining in the opening half, before going into halftime with a 35-24 advantage.
Tucker added five rebounds, three steals and two assists to her day for the Beacons, while sophomore guard Caroline Ashe (West Roxbury, MA) dropped in 10 points in addition to two rebounds and a pair of assists.  Tangar pulled down a game-high 12 rebounds to go with five points, and three assists and Brown contributed with seven points, eight rebounds and two assists off the bench.
Page led Regis with a game-high 20 points on 6-10 from the floor and 5-7 from the line and added six boards, two steals and an assist, while Sears netted 14 points on 5-9 from the field and grabbed four rebounds, passed for four assists and came up with a pair of steals.
