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 LEAVITT LEADS UMASS BOSTON MEN’S CROSS COUNTRY TO SECOND PLACE FINISH AT MASS MARITIME INVITATIONAL
WAREHAM, MA – University of Massachusetts Boston senior Mike Leavitt (Brockton, MA) placed second for the second consecutive year at the Massachusetts Maritime Academy Cross Country Invitational, with a time of 28:22 to lead the Beacons to a second-place team finish in the eight kilometer race, which was hosted by Massachusetts Maritime Academy in Wareham, MA today.  
The Beacons totaled 69 points and placed three runners among the top 20 finishers.  Massachusetts Maritime won the event with a score of 22.
Leavitt finished just 22 seconds behind top finisher, Herrel Siller, Jr. of Newbury College, who broke the tape at 28 minutes flat.  

Junior Ryan Norton (Walpole, MA) crossed the finish with a time of 30:20 to finish ninth for UMass Boston, while freshman Patrick Day (Quincy, MA) placed 15th with a time of 31:14 in his collegiate debut.  Sophomore Sam Sanchez (San Antonio, TX) clocked in at 34:02 to take 28th place, while freshman Filipe Zamborlini (Minas Gerais, Brazil) took 38th place with a mark of 37:35.  Junior Jason Hassett (Foxboro, MA) rounded out the scoring for the Beacons with a time of 40:57 to put him 42nd overall.
UMass Boston’s women also took home a second-place team finish for the second straight year, accumulating 65 points.  Emmanuel College won the team event with 33 points.  Megan Hogan of Mount Ida College was the first-place finisher in the five kilometer trek with a time of 19:52.

The Beacons saw their top three finishers come within just eight seconds of each other, led by junior Cassie McKenney (Seattle, WA), who finished ninth with a time of 23:26, while freshman Caitlin McQueen (Sandwich, MA) was right on her heels, finishing just four seconds later for a 10th place showing at 23:30 and senior Yelena Bryant (Almaty, Kazakhstan) was four seconds after her with a time of 23:34 to place 11th.  Sophia Sieveking (Werther, Germany) crossed the finish in 16th place with a time of 24:10 and freshman Lauren Daniels rounded out the scoring with a time of 25:27 to stand in 26th place.  
The Beacons will run again on Saturday, September 15 in North Dartmouth, MA, when they compete in the UMass Dartmouth Invitational at 10:00 a.m.
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
