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LEAVITT LEADS UMASS BOSTON CROSS COUNTRY AT NCAA III MEN’S AND WOMEN’S NEW ENGLAND REGIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS
NEW LONDON, CT – Junior Mike Leavitt (Brockton, MA) finished 146th overall with a time of 27:32.0 in the eight-kilometer race to lead the University of Massachusetts Boston men’s cross country team today at the 2007 NCAA Division III Men’s and Women’s New England Regional Cross Country Championships hosted by Connecticut College in New London, CT.
Leavitt paced the Beacons to a 37th place team finish.  

Edgar Kosgey of Williams College won the eight kilometer race with a time of 25:37.9, while Amherst College captured the team title with a total of 117 points.
Freshman Filipe Zamborlini (Minas Gerais, Brazil) was UMass Boston’s second finisher with a time of 27:44.7 to place 158th, while junior Ryan Norton (Walpole, MA) clocked in with a time of 29:25.4 to finish 235th.  Freshman Patrick Day (Quincy, MA) registered a 260th place showing with a mark of 30:16.4 and junior Jose Ramirez (Hastings-on-Hudson, NY) rounded out the scoring with a time of 35:33.4 to come in 319th.
Junior Allison Donovan (Hingham, MA) was the top finisher for UMB’s women with a time of 26:08.1 to place 204th overall in the six kilometer trek.  Senior Yelena Bryant (Almaty, Kazakhstan) crossed the finish with a time of 26:34.4 to place 220th, while freshman Caitlin McQueen (Sandwich, MA) took 232nd place with a mark of 26:49.6 and sophomore Joy Risko (Bristol, RI) scored with a time of 26:57.4 to finish 241st.   

Jennifer Adams of Keene State College broke the tape with a mark of 21:20.1 to finish first overall, while Amherst captured the women’s title as well with 40 points.
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
