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 LEAVITT LEADS UMASS BOSTON CROSS COUNTRY AT USATF 40th ANNUAL CODFISH BOWL
DORCHESTER, MA – University of Massachusetts Boston senior Mike Leavitt (Brockton, MA) was the Beacons’ top finisher at the USA Track and Field New England 40th Annual Codfish Bowl with a 12th place overall finish and a time of 27:15 in the eight-kilometer race today at historic Franklin Park in Dorchester, MA.
Evans Kigan of New York Institute of Technology was the top finisher for the men with a time of 25:12, while the Greater Boston Track Club took the overall team title with 64 points.  NYIT was the top college team finisher with 68 points.  

Leavitt finished fifth among all collegiate harriers in the race and led the Beacons’ men to a fourth-place team finish among college teams.  Despite taking a wrong turn, junior Jose Ramirez (Hastings-on-Hudson, NY) still managed to finish 17th among college runners and 39th overall with a time of 29:12 in his UMB debut, while junior Ryan Norton (Walpole, MA) took 62nd place overall and 29th among college competitors with a mark of 31:39.  Freshman Patrick Day (Quincy, MA) crossed the finish with a time of 33:07, good for a 72nd overall place and 37th for college runners and freshman Filipe Zamborlini (Minas Gerais, Brazil) clocked in at 34:48 to place 80th overall and 42nd among college runners.
Senior Yelena Bryant (Almaty, Kazakhstan) led UMass Boston’s women with an 83rd place showing and was 49th among college entrants with a time of 23:37 in the five-kilometer trek.  Senior Sophia Sieveking (Werther, Germany) came in with a time of 24:19 to take 90th place overall and 55th among the college ranks, while sophomore Joy Risko (Bristol, RI) finished 19 seconds later in 92nd place and was 57th among college runners with a time of 24:38.  Freshman Tamzin Partridge (England) made her Beacons’ debut with a time of 26:14 to place 116th overall and 74th within the college times.  Sophomore Maggie Horton (Mahapoiseh, MA) rounded out the scoring for UMass Boston, coming in at 119th overall and 75th among the college ranks with a time of 26:38.  UMB finished ninth among college entries as a team.
Gretchen Chick of the Greater Boston Track Club took the overall women’s title with a time of 18:26, while Anna Cressotti of Smith College was the top finisher among college runners with a mark of 18:43.  The Greater Boston Track Club also took the overall women’s team trophy with 19 points and Smith College came in with 81 points as the top college team.
The Beacons will run again on Saturday, September 29 when they compete in the Community College of Rhode Island Invitational at 11:00 a.m.
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
