BOSTON, MA – Junior defenseman Ashley Meyers netted her second goal of the season for the eventual game-winner to give the State University of New York Oswego women’s ice hockey team a 3-2 victory over State University of New York Cortland today in the Consolation Game of the First Annual Women’s Codfish Bowl at the Clark Athletic Center on the campus of University of Massachusetts Boston.  The Lakers improve to 3-7-1, while the Red Dragons fall to 2-6-3.
Freshman forward Erica Shapey found Meyers for the game-winning score at 12:06 of the third period for Oswego.
Cortland tied the contest at 2-2 when junior forward Nicole Ruddy and freshman defenseman Mallorie Maguire found junior forward Kalee Stoever on the power play for her fourth goal of the season at 4:45 of the final period.
The Lakers opened the scoring when junior forward Jessica Lister netted her fourth goal of the year and second of the tournament with an assist from junior forward Stephanie Esposito and sophomore blueliner Aprilyn Gush at 12:33 of the first period for a 1-0 edge.  The Red Dragons responded less than two minutes later on the power play when senior defenseman Julie Pahler and Maguire combined to set up sophomore forward Jeanna Dippel for her third goal of the season at 14:14 to tie the tilt at 1-1 in the opening period.  Sophomore forward Jenna Kirkwood gave Oswego a 2-1 edge with her third goal of the season, courtesy of an assist from freshman forward Gillian Toneguzzo and Shapey on the power play at 12:06 of the second period.
Sophomore goalie Hilary Hitchman made 15 saves to earn the victory for the Lakers, while freshman Briana Bartlett turned away 31 shots for Cortland as Oswego owned a 34-17 shot advantage.
The Red Dragons will be in action again on January 11 when they travel to Fairfield, CT to take on Sacred Heart University at 7:00 p.m., while the Lakers travel to Northfield, MN to play Saint Olaf College at 7:00 p.m. 
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
