BOSTON, MA – Five different players netted goals as the Trinity College (CT) women’s ice hockey team defeated State University of New York Oswego, 5-1, this afternoon in the first game of the opening round of the First Annual Women’s Codfish Bowl at the Clark Athletic Center on the campus of UMass Boston.  The Bantams win their third straight game and improve to 6-1-1 on the season and will meet the winner of University of Massachusetts Boston and State University of New York Cortland in the championship game tomorrow at 3:00 p.m.  The Lakers fall to 2-7-1 and will play in tomorrow’s consolation game at 12:00 p.m.
Trinity owned a 45-17 shot advantage and dominated the final two periods by a 30-7 margin.
Freshman forward Kim Weiss took a feed from freshman defenseman Emily Weedon and netted her third goal of the season just 2:40 into the contest to give the Bantams a 1-0 edge, followed just 1:24 later by freshman defenseman Caroline O’Leary and her first collegiate goal on an assist from freshman forward Sarah Kohn and junior forward Michelle Chee at 3:54 for a 2-0 Trinity lead.  Junior forward Jessica Lister put SUNY-Oswego on the board with her third goal of the season on a helper from sophomore forward Tiffany Duquette to cut the deficit to 2-1 at 7:33 of the first period on the power play.  
Sophomore forward Britney McKenna increased the Bantams’ lead to 3-1 when freshman blueliner Emily Weedon set her up for her team-leading seventh goal of the season just 1:48 into the second period.  Freshman defenseman Laura Komarek found Chee for her third goal of the season on the power play at 3:49 of the third period to make it 4-1 in favor of Trinity and junior defenseman Kelly McCarthy and senior defenseman Alexandra Schmidt combined to assist on senior forward Emmy Handy’s first goal of the year to give the Bantams a 5-1 advantage.
Sophomore goalie Isabel Iwachiw made 16 saves to earn the victory for Trinity, while sophomore Hilary Hitchman turned away 40 shots for the Lakers.
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
